ktuelni dogadaji i procesi u svetu nakon rata u

Persijskom zalivu i eskalacija jugoslovenske krize

podstakli su Redakciju casopisa ,,Vojno delo” da izda
dvobroj, u kojem dominiraju dva tematska bloka: Jugosloven-
ska kriza i novi svetski poredak i Rat u Persijskom zalivu.

Tematski blok o jugoslovenskoj krizi i novom svetskom
poretku nastavak je rasprave zapocete u Vojnom delu® br.
1-2/1991. Produbljivanje jugoslovenske krize razbuktalo je
nacionalisticke strasti i izazvalo medunacionalne oruZane su-
kobe i ljudske Zrtve, a preti da se pretvori u krvavi gradanski,
etnicki i_verski rat neslucenih razmera. Na Zalost, obistinila su
se predvidanja iz tog broja ,Vojnog dela“ da je raspad
Jugoslavije kao drZave jedino moguc u haosu rata koji bi imao
primese gradanskog i secesionistickog, ali bi bio prevashodno
etnic¢ki rat uz otvoreno strano mesanje.

U ovom tematskom bloku, autori prvenstveno razmatraju
geopoliticke i geostrategijske interese i Cinioce koji jesu, i koji
mogu biti upleteni u kompleks jugoslovenske krize. Pri tome,
nedvosmisleni su u stavu da je jugoslovenska kriza, izmedu
ostalog, posledica odredenih suprotnosti i suprotstavljenih inte-
resa vodecih svetskih sila u njihovoj borbi za uspostavljanje
novog svetskog poretka, ali i da ona i njen rasplet na svoj nacin
profiliraju, ili barem uticu, i na novu geopoliticku i geostrate-
gijsku konstelaciju u Evropi. U vezi s tim, moZe se izvesti
zakljucak da se rasplet jugoslovenske krize nece odvijati bez
uplitanja stranog faktora. Meru i oblike tog uplitanja pokazace
bliska buducnost, ali je veé¢ sada jasno da neki strani Cinioci
pokaznju, vise ili manje, otvorene pretenzije na politicko
arbitriranje u Jugoslaviji.

Opsti je interes da se jugoslovenska kriza resi na miran
nacin, bez rata. Prekomerno uplitanje stranog faktora, na
primer upucivanje vojnih snaga u mirovne misije ili snaga za
intervenciju, kako predlazu spoljni, a i neki unutrasnji ¢inioci,
zacelo ne vodi miru, ve¢ dalje ugroZava suverenitet jugosloven-
ske drave i preti izbijanjem nekontrolisanih oruZanih konflika-
ta. To bi se deSavalo po zakonu proSirivanja sukoba do
krajnosti kao jednom od fundamentalnih zakona rata. Zadatak
i obaveza svilf aktera jugoslovenske krize jeste da se u njen
rasplet ukljuci Sto vise cinilaca koji e ,uvesti u igru® drugi
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fundamentalni zakon rata — zakon ogranicavanja, i to u svim
domenima ratnog procesa. Ako prevlada zakon ogranicavanja
nad zakonom proSirivanja rata moguce je jugoslovensku krizu
zadrZati pod kontrolom. U protivnom, rat je nezaustavljiv. S
obzirom na prirodu jugoslovenske krize (duboke medunacio-
nalne i medurepublicke protivurecnosti, razlicite konfesije,
tradicije i dr.), ne bi se smela zanemariti Cinjenica da bi jednom
zahuktali rat u Jugoslaviji neminovno zahvatio Sire balkanske,
pa i evropske prostore.

Drugim tematskim blokom o ratu u Persijskom zalivu
Redakcija je Zelela da se ukljuci u rasvetljavanje tog, po mnogo
cemu specificnog ratnog sukoba, u kojem je pod okriljem
Organizacije ujedinjenih nacija (prvi put posle rata u Koreji)
upotrebljena oruZana sila. Sukob je karakteristican i po tome
§to je u njemu ostvarena najveca koncentracija najmodernije
opremljenih oruZanih snaga posle drugog svetskog rata. Osim
toga, izgleda da je u njemu testiran moguc¢i model upotrebe
~multinacionalnih snaga“ protiv zemalja ,treCeg sveta“ kako bi
se prikrile prave strategijske namere onih koji te ratove fakticki
vode. Rat u Zalivu bi mogao biti i model instrumentalizacije
OUN, kao sistema svetske kolektivne bezbednosti, u funkciji
ostvarivanja globalnih strategijskih interesa najvecih svetskih sila.

Sa stanovista ratovodstva, rat u Zalivu je prava paradigma
za upotrebu moderne tehnologije i verovatni model za upotrebu
snaga u hipotetickom ratu u slicnim vojno-politickim i geostra-
tegijskim konstelacijama, $to ni Jugoslaviju (s obzirom na nasu
krizu i njenu mogucu internacionalizaciju) ne sme ostaviti
ravnodusnom.

Rat u Zalivu je svojevrsno empirijsko testiranje, na poligo-
nu, modernih vojnih doktrina, zasnovanih na visokoj tehnolo-
giji (obavestajno-izvidacki sistemi, inteligentna oruZja itd.),
prvenstveno doktrine ,,vazduSno-kopnene bitke“ i razlicitih
modaliteta doktrine ,sukoba niskog intenziteta“ u pripremi
direktnog ratnog sukoba. :

Taj rat je karakteristican i po tome Sto je u njemu
koncentrisano, do sada, najvise vojnih snaga dovedenih na
ratno popriste sa udaljenosti od 12.000 do 15.000 kilometara.
Posebno je interesantno medukontinentalno prebaziranje i gru-
pisanje vazduhoplovnih snaga, sto je bilo izuzetno sloZena
strategijska radnja.
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Misljenja autora o strategijskim konceptima prema kojima
je taj rat voden su podeljena. Jedni tvrde da je voden po
nacelima doktrine ,,vazdusno-kopnene bitke“, drugi da se o toj
doktrini moZe govoriti samo u jednom, i to manjem delu ratnog
procesa, koji se odnosi na etapu kopnenih operacija, a treci su
yhegde izmedu®, tvrdeci da je taj rat dao poticaje za osavreme-
njavanje doktrine ,vazdusno-kopnene bitke®, u skladu sa
dostignuéima u razvoju vojne tehnologije, pre svega, novih
sistema oruZja.

U ratu u Zalivu, u doktrinarnom pogledu, preovladivala
je vazduhoplovna komponenta, Sto je i razumljivo ako se ima
u vidu cinjenica da je vazduhoplovstvo, u osnovi, resilo ishod
rata, naravno, uz znatan doprinos raketne komponente. Neo-
pravdano malo prostora u ovom tematskom bloku posveceno
je kopnenim operacijama u okviru ,,Pustinjske oluje®. Na to
je verovatno uticao i odnos iracke armije, koja nije bila u stanju,
ili nije htela da se odluc¢no suprotstavi multinacionalnim snagama,
izbegavajudi rizik velikih gubitaka. Medutim, ako je navedena
pretpostavka tacna, postavlja se pitanje na kakvim je strategijskim
procenama iracka strana izvodila zakljucke o mogucem povolj-
nom ishodu rata, ili je smatrala da rata nece ni biti.

Pored navedenog, u prilozima iz ovog tematskog bloka
analiziraju se teroristicke implikacije rata uw Zalivu. Irak je
mnostvom poteza pokazao nedvosmislenu resenost da, ne
birajudi sredstva, u ratni sukob uvuce i druge zemlje regiona,
pre svega Izrael i Iran, S$to bi izazvalo lavinu planiranih
politickih posledica. Takode, razmatra se i uloga medija zara-
éenih strana u funkciji psiholosko-propagandnih dejstava, jer
smo u tom ratu, prvi put, putem medija (narocito televizije),
bili svedoci rata ,,uZivo“.

Ovim uvodnikom Zeleli smo da damo samo nekoliko
neophodnih napomena u vezi sa sadrZajem i porukama temat-
skog dvobroja, a Citaoci ée sami prosuditi koliko smo udovljili
zahtevu vremena. Ipak, duZni smo da Citaoce upozorimo da
smo sve &lanke za ovaj dvobroj predali u Stampu do 15. avgusta
1991. godine, a svedoci smo da se dogadaji u svetu i u nasoj
zemlji odvijaju /;kvom brzinom da ih je veoma tesko pratiti,
a pogotovu aktuelno razmatrati u periodicnoj publikaciji profila
, Vojnog dela*.

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Current events and processes in the world after the war in the Persian
Gulf, and the escalation of the Yugoslav crisis induced the editorial board of
, Vojno delo” to prepare a double issue of the magazine, in which two thematic
blocs are dominant: the Yugoslav crisis, and the war in the Persian Gulf. All
articles contained in this double issue were prepared for printing till August
15th, 1991. :

The thematic bloc on the Yugoslav crisis and the new world order is a
continuation of the discussion commenced in ,,Vojno delo“ 1-2/1991. The
further deepening of the Yugoslav crisis instigates nationalistic passions and
causes intranational armed clashes and the loss of human lives, and threatens
to grow into a sanguinary civil, ethnic and religious war of unimagined
proportions. Prognoses contained in that issue of ,,Vojno delo* that a disinte-
gration of Yugoslavia as a state would only be possible in the chaos of a war
which would have both civil and secessionist elements, but would be above all
an ethnic war with an open involvement of the foreign factor, came, sadly
enough, true.

In this thematic bloc the authors consider primarily geopolitical and
geostrategic interests and factors that are or could be involved into the complex
fabric of the Yugoslav crisis. They are thereat unequivocal in their assessment
that the Yugoslav crisis is, among other things, also a consequence and result
of certain contrarieties and mutually confronted or opposed interests of the
leading world powers in their struggle for the establishment of a new world
order, but that the crisis and its solution specifically contribute to or at least
make an impact on the new geopolitical and geostrategic constellation in
Europe. In connection with this the conclusion might be drawn that the solution
of the Yugoslav crisis cannot be attained without an involvement of the foreign
factor. Although the degree and forms of such an involvement will be seen in
a near future, it is already apparent that certain foreign factors are displaying,
in a greater or smaller measure, their open pretentions to their arbitration in
Yugoslavia.

The common interest is that the Yugoslav crisis should be solved in a
peaceful manner, without any armed clashes or war conflict. An excessive
involvement of the foreign factor, for example sending of military units with
peace — keeping mission or as intervention forces, as already proposed not only
by some foreign factors but also by some domestic elements, would not indeed
lead towards peace but would increasingly jeopardize or endanger the sovereign-
ty of the Yugoslav state, and threaten by an eruption of uncontrolled armed
clashes and conflicts in the country. This would happen according to the law
of the utmost expansion and escalation of the conflict, as one of the fundamental
law governing any war conflict. It is, therefore, the task and obligation of all
the participants in the Yugoslav crisis to include into its solution as many factors
as possible, which will ;,enter into play“ the second fundamental law of war —
the law of limitation, and in all domains of the war process, too. If this law of
limitation will prevail over the law of expansion of the war, it will be possible
to retain the Yugoslav crisis under control. If the opposite should happen, the
war cannot be prevented or stopped. Because of the nature of the Yugoslav
crisis (deep intranational and intrarepublican contrarieties, different confessions
and religions, traditions, etc.) the fact should not be ignored that once underway
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the civil war in Yugoslavia would inevitably expand to wider Balkans, and even
European territories.

By the second thematic bloc, on the war in the Persian Gulf, the ,,Vojno
delo“ editorial board wiches to join the analysis of this in many respects unique
war conflict, in which the armed force has been (for the first time after the
Korean war) employed under the aegis of the United Nations. The conflict is
characteristic also by the fact that in it was effected the greatest concentration
of most modernly armed and aquipped armed forces after the World War II.
In addition to this, it seems that in the war was tested a possible model of use
of ,,multinational forces* against the Third World countries, as a mask for the
real strategic intentions and aims of those who would actually wage such wars.
The Gulf War could also be a model of instrumentalization of the UN as the
system of global collective security in the function of the realization of of global
strategic interests on the part of the largest world powers.

With a view to the direction of war, the Gulf War is a paradigm od the
utilization of modern war technology, and a possible model for the use of forces
in a hypothetical war in similar military-political and geostrategic circumstances
or situation, which possibly would not also Yugoslavia (because of our crisis
and its possible internationalization) leave indifferent.

The Gulf War was a sui generis empiric testing, on a real battlefield proving
ground, of modern doctrines based on high technology (intelligence-reconnais-
sance systems, ,intelligent weapons®, and the like), first of all of the ,,airland
battle“ doctrine, and of different versions of the ,,Jow intensity conflict doctrine
within the preparations for a direct war conflict.

This war was characteristic also by the fact that it involved a concentration
of hitherto most numerous forces deployed to a theatre of operations over the
distances of 12,000 or even 15,000 kilometres. Of a special interest is the
intercontinental re-baseing and grouping of the air forces, which was an
exceptionally complex strategic enterprise.

Assessments and opinions displayed by authors concerning the strategic
concepts by which this war was waged are rather different. Some of them
maintain that the war was waged on the basis of the ,airland battle” doctrine
principles, there are others who argue that this doctrine could be talked about
as pertaining to only one, smaller, part of the war process, i.e. to its land
operations phase, while still others take a position somewhere in between,
arguing that this war induced a modernization of the ,,airland battle* doctrine,
in keeping with the attainments in the development of war technology, in the
first place of the new weapon systems.

Doctrinarily taken, in the Gulf War the air component prevailed, which
is understandable with a view to the fact that the air forces basically decided
the outcome of the war, of course with a substantial contribution of the rocket
or missile units. For the fairness sake, however, it is not right that in this bloc
an insufficient attention has been paid to the land operations within the frames
of the ,Desert Storm* campaign. This is probably the result of the general
behaviour of the Iraqi/ armed forces, which either did not want, wishing to
avoid excessive losses, to decisively resist the multinational forces or were not
capable to do so. If this is the case, the question arises on the basis of what
strategic estimate the Iraqi side drew its conclusions on the possible to it
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favourable outcome of the war, or whether it perhaps considered that that the
war would not even break out.

In addition to all these, in contributions contained in this thematic bloc
are analysed terroristic implications of the Gulf War. By its numerous moves
Iraq has shown it unequivocal resoluteness to, by all means, involve in the war
also the other countries of the region, first of all Israel and Iran, which
involvement could provoke an avalanche of planned political consequences.
Also the role of mass media of the belligerent sides was analysed, in the function
of psychological-propaganda activities and operations, since in this war we
were, by means of the mass media (especially TV), direct witnesses of the war
drama.

By this editorial we wished to offer only several necessary notes concerning
the contents and messages of the thematic double issue of the magazine, and
the readers will judge by themselves whether we have answered the current
demands and interest on these topics. .

Les évenements actuels et les processus dans le monde aprés la guerre
dans le Golfe et escalation de la crise yougoslave ont inicié la rédaction de la
revue ,,Vojno delo“ pour préparer ce numéro de la revue, dans lequel il y a
deux blocs: ,,La crise yougoslave et la nouvelle ordre mondiale® et »La guerre
dans le Golfe“. Tous Les articles pour ce numéro thématique de la revue sont
mis en impression uvant le 15 aoft 1991.

Le bloc thématique sur la crise yougoslave et la nouvelle ordre mondiale
est une suite de la discution commencée dans la revue »Vojno delo“ numéro
1-2/1991. Approfondissement de la crise yougoslave a inicié les motifs nationa-
listes et a provoqué les conflits parmi les nations, suivis par les victimes, ce
que menace la transformation des conflits en guerre sanglante civile, etnique
et réligieuse des dimensions inimaginables. On regréte que les prévisions faites
dans ce numéro mentionné de la revue »Vojno delo“ concernant la disparition
de la Yougoslavie comme Etat dans la guerre chaotique qui aura les caracté-
ristiques de la guerre civile et sécessioniste, mais premiérement etnique,
mélangée avec la participation du facteur étranger.

Dans ce bloc thématique, les auteurs étudient premierement les intéréts
géo-politiques et géo-stratégiques qui sont et qui peuvent étre melés dans le
complexe de la crise yougoslave. Il n’y a pas de doute que la crise yougoslave
est la conséquence des contradictions et des intéréts opposants des super-puis-
sances durant le processus de 1’établissement de la nouvelle ordre mondiale.
Mais aussi, la résolution de la crise de sa facon, fait son influence sur la
constélation future de 'Europe. Dans la suite, on peut tirer une conclusion
que la résolution de la crise yougoslave n’aura pas lieu sans la participation du
facteur étranger, les dimensions et les formes de cette participation seront vues
dans le futur proche, mais dés maintenant on voit clairement que certains
facteurs étrangers montrent un intérét plus au moins ouvert pour arbitrage
politique en Yougoslavie.
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L’intérét commun demande que la crise yougoslave soit résolue de facon
pacifique, sans guerre. Influence hors mesure du facteur €tranger, par éxemple
envoie des forces militaires d’interposition ou des forces d’intervention, ne
mene pas vers la paix mais vers 'aggravation du conflit et vers éclatement du
conflit armé sans controle. Ce sera fait selon la loi de l’elargissement du conflit
jusqu’a I'extrémisme comme la loi fondamentale d’une guerre. Le devoir et
I'obligation de tous les actuers de la crise yougoslaves sont de prendre en
considération tous les faits qui peuvent introduire dans le conflit une autre loi
de la guerre - la loi de limites et cela dans tous les domaines du processus. Si
la loi de limites metrise la loi de ’extrémisme, il est possible tenir la crise
yougoslave sous controle. Dans le cas contraire, la guerre sera inévitable.
Tenant compte de la nature de la crise yougoslave (les contradictions nationales
et intérrépublicaines, les confessions differentes, les traditions etc), on peut
pas negliger les faits qu’une fois la guerre en Yougoslavie déclenchée, il
prendrait le vent sur les espaces de Balkan mais aussi sur I'espace européen.
Par deuxi¢me bloc thématique sur la guerre dans le Golfe, la Rédaction de la
revue a voulu se mettre dans le train de Ieclaircissement de ce conflit, plus au
moins spécifique sous I'égide des Nations Unies (la premiére apres la guerre
de Corée). Le conflit est spécfique par la plus grande concentration des forces
les plus sophistiquées apres la deuxiéme guerre mondiale. Sauf cela, il semble
que cette guerre servait de modele de ’'emploi de la force contre les payes du
Tiers monde pour camoufler les vrais objectifs des facteurs qui menent la
guerre. La guerre dans le Golfe pourrait servir comme le modele de I’instrumen-
talisation de I’'ONU comme le systétme de la sécurité colective mondiale, en
fonction de la réalisation des intéréts globaux de la stratégie des super-puissan-
ces.

De point de vue I'art de la guerre, la guerre dans le Golfe est une vrais
paradigme pour I’emploi de la technologie moderne et le modéle probable pour
Pemploi des forces dans une guerre hypothétique dans de constélations
politico-militaires et géo-stratégiques pareilles, ce que ne peut pas laisser la
Yougoslavie tranquile.

La guerre dans le Golfe est une attestation éxacte et spécifique, sur
polygone, des doctrines modernes, fondées sur la haute technologie (les
systémes d’eclairage et du renseignement, les armes intéligentes etc), premie-
rement les doctrines de la bataille terrestre et aérienne et des modalités de la
doctrine des conflits de I'intensité basse. ‘

Cette guerre est caractérisée par la concentration des forces venues des
distances de 12 a 15 miles kilometres. Il est intéressant d’étudier le basement
et le regroupement des forces aériennes ce qui est une manoeuvre trés
compliquée au niveau stratégique.

L’opinion des auteurs sur cette guerre n’est pas homogene. Il y en a qui
pensent qu’il s’agit uniquement de la doctrine de la ,bataille terrestre et
aérienne®, d’autres declarent que cette guerre est une étape seulement de la
doctrine mentionée, troisiemes affirment que cette guerre représentait actuali-
sation de la dite doctrine en accord avec les achévements dans le developpement
de la technologie militaire, avant tout, des nouveaux systéms d’armes.

Dans la guerre du Golfe, au point de vue doctrine, on voit la composante
aérienne comme prédominante ce que dit que dans le fond 'armée de I’air
avait resolu cette guerre, avec la composante missile ensemble. Pas d’excuse
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pour la negligeance de la composante terrestre dans ce numéro de la revue.
L’armée iraquienne qui n’avait pas la possibilité d’agir, ou elle n’avait pas voulu
d’agir, est le coupable principal pour cela. Cependant, si cette suposition est
exacte, on pose la question quelles ont été les évaluations stratégiques de
I’armée iraquienne sur la fin de la guerre, ou elle estimait que la guerre n’aura
lieu jamais. '

Sauf les faits mentionnés, ce bloc thématique est aussi consacré au aspects
des implications du terrorisme dans le Golfe. Iraq a montré qu’il n’hésitera pas
d’attirer d’autres payes dans la guerre, avant tout Israél et Iran, ce que pouvait
provoquer une chaine des conséquences. On etudie aussi le role des médias
dans la guerre en fonction des psychologiques et de propagande, car penadnt
cette guerre on a vu, pour la premiere fois, la guerre ,,on live“.

Avec cette introduction on a voulu donner quelques remarques indispen-
sables liées au contenu de ce numéro thématique. Les lecteur peuvent juger
notre réussite.
